Instructions:  a petition is used to argue for including a course on your religion and conflict certificate that is not on the list of pre-approved courses. Please note: 

1. Petitions should be submitted after a student has enrolled in the certificate program and read all of the program requirements and details. The petition should be submitted with a draft of the “student worksheet” form. This form can be found at the webpage listed above. There should be one petition form for each course being petitioned.

2. The course syllabus is always a great supporting document to provide with this petition form. Note: for help writing and supporting your petition, look on the course syllabus for readings or assignments about religion and conflict, or for sections of the course that are focused on a theme related to religion and conflict. You can also petition to include a course based on the research paper(s) you completed for the course. 

3. Please fill in all of the details below. In the petition section, you should provide a short paragraph (4 to 5 sentences) that describes how the course engaged religion and conflict. Additionally, if you plan to use the course to fulfill any component other than “elective”, you need to also describe how the course fits the component you are placing it in (regional, political, or cultural). If you are slotting it as a regional component, you need to identify which region and explain how the course focused on that specific region.
